One-Pager OAFK
A One-Pager is a single-page response to what you are reading. It includes words and images. It becomes symbolic of your understanding of what you have read. It is a way to respond imaginatively, thoughtfully, and creatively to the text. It will also help you better understand what you read by verbally and visually communicating about the book. Create a one-pager to communicate to your audience what you understand about a literary element you believe is significant on The Sword and the Stone.  

Instructions (be sure to include the following): 

· Be purposeful in the arrangement of your One-Pager. Have a reason to include specific colors, words and images.  

· Include the title of the book and the author.  
· Select a literary term as your focus. Write it purposefully on the page.
· Write two significant quotes from the book that demonstrate something about the literary term you selected. Copy the quotes exactly as written, use quotation marks around the quote, and include the page #.

· Draw three visual images to create a central focus and to illustrate your literary term.
· Put a symbolic colored border around the edges of the page.

· Add more detail—words or images—to illustrate your literary term.
